1. Minutes from the last meeting read and approved.

2. The NHS are proposing the centralising of the Uist dental practices in Balavanish Hospital. There is a meeting on the 8th February. 

Budget consultations are now underway. One proposal is to close Stornoway's only public toilet. Another is to scrap the road repair funding, and the itinerant teachers.

There are some very difficult decisions to be taken.

3. Berneray Development Group is now definitely closing, although this will not happen until the issue of the Nurses cottage has been handed over.

The Berneray Historical Society will be able to take on the ownership of the Nurses cottage, although they will need to organise regular fundraising events to pay for the upkeep.

4. The Community Council will meet up with the Development Group to try and take on some or all of the project currently under the DG's remit, this will include the verge cutting, bench maintenance e.t.c.

5. We need to establish our own Defibrillator group, and organise the annual refresher course.

6. The CC is contemplating some form of information board advising visitors of the wildlife to be found on the Machair, we may need to involve SNH and or the RSPB to ensure we get the correct information. This will be further discussed at the next meeting.
