	Additional meeting with Malcolm MacPhail: Malcolm came over to discuss progress on water works in Berneray.

They are still to do the final scrubbing of the pipe network.

They will make some minor changes to the supply pipes, upgrading the pipe along the road at the bottom of Borve road to prevent recirculation of water through existing loop on Borve. This should improve the supply to Borve and possibly the rest of Berneray.

They may also replace the pipe up Gun Hill, reducing from 2” to 1”, improving the pressure and reducing the amount of standing water in that part of the network.

He did not think they would be undertaking any more work on Berneray.

He did hint that Scottish water will be carrying out a major pipe renewal project for their entire network over the next 15 years, but don't hold your breath.
